o The all-male choir features a strong and dynamic repertoire, performing pieces from all musical genres
including classical pieces, hymns, spirituals, popular songs, and folk songs. Whether it is a medieval chant or
a fully choreographed production number, this group is guaranteed to leave a strong impression and a stand-
ing crowd.

» Men’s Chorus tours regularly throughout the region, most recently performing for audiences in St.
George, Utah.

« Men’s Chorus took a mini-tour for the group in the spring of 2001. The men spent two days performing
in the Celebrity Concert Series in St. George, Utah.

 In February 2000, the Men’s Chorus traveled to New Mexico for three days, performing at such venues as
the San Juan College Theater in Farmington, and the Kiva Auditorium in Albuquerque. They also held three
daytime school assemblies during their stay.

« Men’s Chorus toured for the first time in 1996, performing in Southern California. In March of 1998 they
brought their program to the Phoenix and Tucson areas in Arizona.
